The np>7a is done on Thursday evening at the same time as we would do iton a

regular year on the night before noa?. (In Baltimore this year xvown this is at about 8:15 PM.)

e The Thursday evening np>1a is done like a regular np>7a with a no92 before
starting and with saying ynn 911 afterwards®. He places the bag of yonin a
secure place like a regular year”.
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o If one did not check on Thursday evening, he should check when he
remembers”.

PN NAY 29y

NN NYYIY

We do the ynn narw before the beginning of the sixth hour of the day on Friday® -

at the same time of day as we do on nos a9y which is not naw. (In Baltimore this year

~rawn this is at about 11:45 AM.)We only leave over the ynn that we plan to eat’. One

does not say xnn Y3 at this time, but waits until naw day®.

e Itisagood idea to be 7non (set aside) a bottle of bleach or similar substance to
not be n¥pn on mav’. In the event that on naw one has ynn that he needs to
destroy, he will be able to pour the bleach on it.

NN H9%91
Many Rabbonim sell before the time when the \non is burned on Friday — at the
same time as they do on nos 27y during a regular year™.
e One should ask the Rav who sold his ynn what time the ynn is being sold™.
o Before the ynon sale is effective, one should seal off all xnn that is being sold
to the »» and is no longer available for the family.

Non-ynn food for nav
One should prepare all food to be npay 9w>'2. In this way, one will not have dishes

of ynn to wipe clean®® and put away and xnn to dispose of before nos.
419 preparations

Any preparations for the 7o that can be done in advance should be completed
before naw'.
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One would not wash them out if he is able to remove the Chametz pieces by wiping 7 - ¥ pro T7an o 20"
them out
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e Preparations that involve nox9n — Any preparations that involve naxon that
were not done before naw must be done after naw with a »»w'>.

o This includes grating the 1vn™°, chopping the apples'” for noyn and
mixing™® the no1n, making salt water'®, roasting® the yy11,* roasting the
nx¥1,%? and cleaning® leafy vegetables®.

e Preparations that do not involve noxon should also be done before naw. *° In
this way he will be able to begin the 970 immediately after naw?®.

0 Preparing for npa on maw can be a 1voox of M0 even without noxon™.
Shaving and laundry

On a regular nos 21y we make sure to cut nails®, shave, cut our hair, wash laundry
and do other nax9n before mxn®®. When nos 27y is on nav, these activities are
permitted the entire naw 17y*°.
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If one did not prepare it before Shabbos, he should grind on Yom Tov with a Shinuy. This can be accomplished *®
using a regular hand grinder, but grinding onto the table rather than onto a plate.
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Depending on how finely one cuts the apple, there may be a problem of Tochein on Shabbos see. (This is in *'
addition to the Isur of Hachana.) On Yom Tov one may chop the apple with a knife into small pieces if he plans to
eat it that day.
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Depending on the consistency of the Charoses this may be a problem of Lush. This may be done on Yom Tov.
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One may not make the saltwater on maw but may do so on 230 DY — see N2 P70 a7yn Po 2.1

If one did not roast the Zeroa before Shabbos he may roast a Zeroa on Yom Tov but must be sure to eat it the %
following day so that the cooking will be for Ochel Nefesh of that day. On the second night of Yom Tov he roasts
another Zeroa which he eats on the second day. One may not eat the Zeroa at night since we do not eat roasted meat
/ chicken on the nights of the Seder.
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One may use any meat or chicken even without a bone for the Zeroa. A (shank)bone without meat will not work. %
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If one did not roast / boil the egg before Shabbos, he may do so on Yom Tov, but must make sure to eat it on that
day of Yom Tov. The following night he cooks / roasts an egg for the second Seder which he eats that day.
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To maintain freshness; dry leafy vegetables with a vegetable spinner or by stacking them with paper towels. #
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To wash off hard to find bugs on Shabbos is a problem of Borer. One may do so on Yom Tov for food that he %
wants available for eating on that day of Yom Tov.
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If one has a different room available, he should set the table for the Seder before Shabbos and eat in a different *
room on Shabbos.
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MIYn onY of NN on NaY

There is a requirement of 8 xmn by the mymvo of naw. This applies to men,

women®, and children who are T n5 y»n (about six years old).

Minimum 3w of n9n / nsn: We eat a **nx>a5 of non at each nTyo:

e To be able to say the n>12 of o7 novy y*2,

e To be considered a "nos nmyor** — a bread based meal for maw nmyo™.

On nos 11y nav this presents a challenge. The house is clean for nos and we do

not want even a crumb of \nn in our houses. We do not eat nxn on noo 21y*° so

N3 is not an option for aoxmn. Several suggestions have been made:

e Small rolls - Make n>x10n on small rolls®” that do not need to be cut®. Each
person receives a roll that is just large enough for the my>w®. Each non is
placed on a tissue. Each person eats over his tissue.

o lIdeal way to dispose of leftover crumbs: After a person finishes he should
bring his tissue to the toilet taking care not to drop any crumbs on the way.
One should then flush the tissue down the toilet. (Be careful not to flush
multiple tissues simultaneously® so as to avoid clogging the pipes*’.)

e Eating outside — To avoid crumbs in one’s house, some people eat the n5n
outside®?.

0 w3y - If one plans to eat the nbn outside, he must hear vvrp outside®.
= |f one has a covered porch attached to his house and during vymp he has

ny7 (plans) to eat there, he may do so*.
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This is a little more than 55 ml and a little less than 2 fl 0z
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Pita bread is another good option as it rarely has crumbs.*’

Rolls usually make fewer crumbs when they are fresh. Bakery rolls usually make fewer crumbs than homemade.*
This is to avoid leftovers. Alternatively, the two rolls are each half the size but in combination are the needed size *
Adding a few drops of dish detergent can also help prevent clogging “°

On Shabbos and Yom Tov one may not plunge a toilet except with a Shinuy which is very difficult practically. If **
one has reason to be concerned that flushing will clog his pipes, see section on Sof Zman Biur Chametz.
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= Even if the person making vy is inside, if the listener is outside, he
eats noxmn outside®. Therefore, if there are adults who want to be inside
for vy, but there is concern of crumbs if children eat inside; one can
have the children sit in a safe area outside and listen to vy through an
open window.

o0 Meal inside — One must be sure to eat a m>v> of bread in the place where he
heard vy1p. He may then come inside for the rest of the meal*®.

0 MmN na9a - If one ate n5n outside, but the rest of the food inside, he must
bench outside®’. If one ate (even less than a mv>* of) bread inside, he
benches inside™.
= |f one took a bite of n>n outside with intention to swallow it inside, he

may come inside and swallow it. He will then bench inside®.

Egg Matzo — Although we do not egg Matzo on nos, a Yid may maintain

ownership of egg Matzo on nva®. For this reason, some who are concerned

about bread crumbs make %110 on egg Matzo™.

0 Amount of egg nsm for No8n - The minimum ~y>w one must eat of egg
nxn is almost half a Matzo together with the nmiyo®,

O 1093 Nan N9 — Egg matzah eaten as a snack is man. To be considered
No¥IN one must be Ny yp on it by eating a “main meal sized” meal®”.
On %m0 navw morning, as one is having two meals with only a short time in
between this option is not practical®”.

For children who are not 79°n% y9an (less than six years old) it is advised that

one does not give them any nbn. One may choose not to give young children

any »oxmn. Alternatively, one may give them egg Matzo so that if some
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otherwise he will need a new Bracha Rishona before eating any other food n7s po nryp »o 170*
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For many children it is easier to eat the requisite amount of non outside than the requisite amount of egg matzo
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remains in his property he is not 12y on x8> 921 X Y2, A child who is not
old enough to properly understand the nn (approximately 6 years old*®) may
eat regular nxn on nos 27y°’.

Hv morning davening

One may not eat any non after N NN v 90. The time that people generally
start eating their first nyo on a regular naw is after ypn N>ox 3 Yo, For this
reason the o>»yn on noa 1y start earlier than a regular nawv.

mTyo wHv - the third meal
On a regular maw the proper way to fulfill mmyo wow (the third meal) is™:
e To eat a noxwn item (bread or nxn) for mmyo wov™.
o To eat mmyv wov after the time of n>y7a nnn (about half an hour after mxn)®.
On noa 19y, eating a noxmn meal (the ideal food) after N5yt nnan (the ideal time)
is 1vox because®:
e One may not eat \nn after the fourth hour of the day®.
e One may not eat nxn at all on ®nos 29y.
To be n¥y in the best way possible we eat »mmyo wowr twice:
1. We “split” the morning nTwyo into two parts: Not long after we bench we wash
again, make x> and eat another nmyo.
This can present two challenges:
N. To recite pvon o2 and shortly afterwards make o8 is a problem
of ®n>1x nyxw 572, One must make a break between the two meals.
o Going outside — if one takes a short walk, a five minute break is
sufficient®.

1. The main meal of naw day should be the first meal®.
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o It is better for one to eat (a small®” amount of) the main course by the first

meal. He can then eat the other courses at mmyo wou®,
= |f things are running late and one will not be able to finish eating the
non of mmyo wow before xnn N5 N It 9I0; he should eat the yon
only at the first meal. He should wait to eat the other food that is not
o8N for mmyo vow after noym nnan.
2. Additionally69, we eat 90 1 such as a fish, chicken or meat or even fruit
or vegetables after N5y NNan. (In Baltimore this year xvawn this is at about 1:44 PM.)
e matza balls: If one eats “gebrochts” on nos he can eat matza balls for this
meal .
o0 One may not eat baked goods with Matza meal on nos 2.

e One should finish eating this meal by nine hours™. (in Baltimore this year x7ovn
this is at about 4:20 PM.)

NN NHIIN AT 90

One must finish eating o by the xpn NS yat 910 just like any other year.

¢ Finishing the meal before ynn nY*ax 1t 9yo: One should ideally finish the
entire Ny (even the non ynn food) before ynpN N9IN ot PO’

0 Cleaning out one’s mouth - If one finished eating yon merely a few
minutes before N N9 ot Mo he should take a drink and eat some qw>
noab food to clean out any yan which remains in his mouth.
= Brushing teeth — One should brush his teeth before ynn nYaN 3 Yo

with a dry toothbrush without toothpaste’. When he is finished brushing
he does not rinse off’.
e This toothbrush is not used on nos.

One must save room to eat another meal a short time later. One must also make sure that the first meal is quick
enough to have time to bench, take a break, wash, and eat bread for the second meal before Sof Zman Achilas
Chametz.

One must destroy any of his remaining ynan before xnpn w1 a3 gro.
e [fitis not yet past yon nYon 3 910, one can eat the yon.
0 One should have in mind that his eating of yon is to fulfill the ms» of
ynrawn — destroying yon from his possession.
e With the convenience of modern plumbing available, it is suggested to flush
any crumbs or small pieces of yon down the toilet.
e If one has larger pieces, he should give them to a ",
o Alternatively, for someone who has bleach or a similar substance that
was prepared to not be n¥pm on naw: He should pour the bleach on the
\nn to render the ¥nN Not 295 NY¥INY NNV,
If one discovers ynan that he did know about he should consult with the Rav with
whom he sold his ynn. Many Rabbonim include in the sale any \oan which one did
not set aside to eat before nos.
o If the ynn was sold to a »» one should put it away with the other xnon that he
sold- in a place where his family will not come to eat it.
One should make sure to dispose all xnn before it becomes nxyna 7ox and nxpmn

on nawv.
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After disposing of one’s yoan on naw (by flushing the crumbs and little pieces

down the toilet), one is Yvan any \nn which remains before the 7wa yo1 9o one

must be Svan his yon before the end of the fifth hour of the day’”.

e One says xvnn Y5 immediately after he finishes disposing of the crumbs. He
should not wait so as not to forget to be Svan the ypn™. (On a regular year this
is done immediately after burning the xnn°.)
